Subject: Important Safety Protocol for In-Person Education & Parental Guidelines

Dear Parents and Guardians,

As we return to in-person learning, the safety of our students and staff remains our highest priority. In alignment
with the Department of Education and Knowledge (ADEK) guidelines, we have implemented a comprehensive
safety protocol to manage various operational risk levels and ensure a secure environment for your children.

Please review the following essential guidelines and procedures:

1. General Safety Principles

e Sheltering: Students and staff will stay inside protected buildings and avoid windows, glass, or exposed
areas during alerts.

o Safe Areas: We have designated internal "Safe Areas" that are hazard-free and can be reached within one
minute.

 Official Communication: Always rely on official school messages and instructions. Sharing unofficial
information or photography during alerts is strictly prohibited.

 Please check the attachment regarding Dismissal & Internal shelters guide shared by ADEK .

2. Operational Procedures (By Stage)

e Before Arrival: Do not send your child to school if an official alert is active. If an alert occurs while you
are in route, proceed immediately to the nearest safe indoor facility or return home.

e Arrival & Handover: Please minimize time spent outside the building. There will be no morning
assemblies, and gatherings at school gates or sidewalks are not permitted.

o During School Hours: If a sudden alert occurs, students will immediately stop all activities and move to
designated safe areas until an "all-clear" is received.

» Dismissal: In the event of an alert during dismissal, all movement will be suspended. Students will remain
safely inside the building and will not be evacuated or handed over until the alert is lifted.

3. Parental Responsibilities & Support

e Updated Contact Details: Please ensure your contact information is up to date so you can receive
immediate alerts via our emergency public address and messaging systems.

 Flexibility: We understand these protocols may cause delays. The school will offer flexibility regarding
morning grace periods and physical attendance during alert situations.




4. Emotional Wellbeing

We are committed to supporting our students’ emotional health. Our staff is trained to remain calm, use reassuring
language, and maintain familiar routines to rebuild a sense of safety after any incident.

Details and instructions regarding reopening day (Monday, 20/4/2026) will be sent in the next circular.

Green (Low Risk/Stable):

No dlert messages. Normail
operations.

Classes held indoors.
Readliness is enhanced.

Morning assembly and
outdoor activities are
suspended.

Yellow (Medium Risk):

Classes and work continue
during alerts with preventive
measures.

Stop movement and shelter
immediately.

Apply preventive actions.

Red (Direct Danger):

Immediate shift to remote
learning and werk.

Do not resume in-person
education or use facilities until
official approval is given (e.g., if
the educational institution is
affected in any way).

Authorities determinelevels for
educational facilities based on
location, proximity te critical
infrastructure, or other relevant
factors, and mandate the shift
to remote learning and work
accordingly.
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| Stages starting from arrival to school until dismissal and return

Stage 1: Before Arrival at school

Stage 2: Arrival & Handover

If no alert occurs:
student leaves school normally with / parent/
guardian.

‘When a sudden alert occurs before leaving the
house:

1. student stays at home in a sofe internal
place away from windows and glass and
waits for the allclear message.,

If an official alert received whileen route:
With parent:
1. Follow the official message immediately.
2. Do notdrop the student off in exposed
areas;
3.  proceed toa safe place or return home.

If an official alert received whileen route:
Student:

1. Gotoosofe ploce immediately.

2. Do not go cut until the clert has been lifted.

If no alert cccurs:

student shall enter the building directhy.

Na maorning assemkbly.

No gathering at gates, yards, or sidewalks.

‘When an alert is in place, with a parent/guardian:

1. The parent/guardion and student must enter the
building immediately, if it is safe to do so.
2. Do not wait outside.

If no alert ocours:

Classes continue as usual. No morning assembly or
activities in (yards/exposed areas/near windows and
glass) including break time, which should be inside
clussrooms.

When an alertis in place:

1. All octivities must stop immedicately.

2. Stayinosofe area until advised otherwise. Itis
recommendead to keep students engoged to support
their wellbeing and help prevent panic.

3. The student should sit in a low, calm position away
from windows and glass,

If staff are outside:
1. Go to the nearest safe internal facility immediately.
2. Donotstayinexposed areas.

If no alert ocours:
Dismissal is orderly, swift, and staggered with
parents/guardians.

If sudden alert before leaving home:

1. Suspend dismissal immediately,
2. Do not evacuate students from the building.

If alert occurs during dismissal with parent/guardian:

1. Move toa sofe place.
2. Do notstand in exposed areas.

When the alert is lifted:

1. Dismissal resurmes in an orderly, staggered way.

2. Students are handed over to guordians in an
organized manner; no crowds ot gates or
sidewalks.

If an official alert received while enroute:
Student:

1. Goto o safe place immediately.

2. Do notgo out until the alert has been lifted.

What is important at this stage

1. Donot send the student to school during
clerts.

2. Do notstop ordrop off in cpen areas,

3. The official message is your main reference.

What is important at this stage

Avoid crowding and gatherings.
Minimize time spent outsides the building.

Bopo

Make safety the guiding principle for decision-
making.

Do not hand over or pick up studentin open areas.

What is important at this stage

1. Indoor shelteringis essential,
2. Qutdoor activities must be suspended.
3. Maintaining calmis more important than speed.

What is important at this stage:

1. Nohondaver during danger,
2.  Nogatherings at gotes.
