Inters Grades VI to VIII Three participants from each house (Boys and Girls 

separately). 3minutes for each contestant. Karaoke is not 

permitted for the Singing Competition. 5 minutes for Semi-

Classical dance. 3 minutes for Cinematic, Free Style dance 

and Solo Song. (Semi-Classical/Cinematic) for Girls & Free 

style is for Boys.  4 minutes for Monoact & Mimicry. 

Monoact is for Inters (Grades 6 to 8 students). Mimicry 

is for Seniors and Super-Seniors (Grades from 9 to 12).   

Seniors  Grades IX and X 

Super-Seniors  Grades XI and XII 

GROUP SONG, GROUP DANCE, MIME & MUSICAL BAND  

House-wise Grades VI to XII One group from each house (Boys & Girls separately). 

3minutes for group song & Mime and 5 minutes for 

group dance & Musical Band competitions. Karaoke is 

not permitted for Group Song. 

Number of participants in a group: minimum 5 and 

maximum 8 participants. 

DRAMA 

House-wise Grades VI to XII One team from each house (Boys & Girls separately). 15 

minutes for each team.  

Number of participants in a team: minimum 6 and 

maximum 10 participants.  

 

Additional Instructions: 

 Participants should exhibit respectful and professional behavior throughout the competition.  

 The school will provide only a sound system for all the events. All the musical instruments and 

props must be arranged by the students themselves. 

 A minimum of 5 participants for the solo events and 3 teams for the group events must be 

competing for the final day events, failing which the event will be cancelled or merged with 

other categories. 



 Participants’ details (Full name, Class, Sec, House and the participating events) and for the 

final round should be given to the CCA Team on or before 23rd June 2026.  

 Wear appropriate attire suitable for the specific competition and school guidelines. 

 Bring all necessary materials, including scripts, music tracks, instruments, and props. 

 Ensure all electronic devices are approved and tested prior to use. 

 Respect the judges' decisions, which are final and binding. 

 Applaud and appreciate performances without disrupting them 

 Any violation of the rules of respective events, the Solo/Group participants will be disqualified.
