EARLY COMMENCEMENT OF SPRING BREAK  

AND UPDATE ON REMAINING TERM-2 EXAMS 

Dear Parents and Students, 

Ramadan Kareem ! 

As per the notification issued by ADEK, the Spring Break for students will commence on Monday,       

09 March 2026, and continue until Sunday, 22 March 2026. Classes will resume on Monday, 23 March 

2026. 

In view of the current situation, Friday, 06 March 2026 will be the last working day for students prior 

to the Spring Break. 

Further to the directions issued by the ADEK, the school will not conduct the remaining Term-2 

examinations as previously scheduled. 

In accordance with the School Assessment Policy, student promotion and transition to the next grade 

will be determined based on the Continuous Assessment components and the online Term-2 

examinations conducted up to 06 March 2026. 

For subjects in which the scheduled Term-2 examinations have been cancelled, only the Continuous 

Assessment/Internal Assessment marks will be considered for the calculation of the Term-2 results. 

With regard to the Board Examinations for Grade 10, it is hereby informed that the CBSE has cancelled 

all examinations scheduled from 02 March 2026 for the Middle East region. 

The mode of declaration of the Grade X results for the Middle East region will be communicated 

separately by CBSE in due course. 

With regard to Grade XII, the CBSE will review the situation on Saturday, 07 March 2026, and will 

issue further directions regarding the examinations scheduled from Monday, 09 March 2026 onwards. 

Students of Grade XII are therefore advised to remain in close contact with the school and carefully 

follow official announcements for further updates. 

We advise all parents and students to keep watching the school notifications/website for further updates. 

Parents and students are kindly requested to take note of the above and extend their usual cooperation.
